A Digaster Preparedness Kit

In case of a disaster, this kit will provide your family their basic needs for three days. Every family may
not need some of these items.

Keep a three-day supply of water for each family member. Store at least a three-day supply of ready to
eat non-perishable food. Include a battery radio, a NOAA weather radio and extra batteries.

Add other items: toilet paper, paper cups, plates, plastic utensils, non-electric can openet, knife, flash-
light, matches in waterproof container; a shut-off wrench, money and plastic garbage bags.

Add clothing: rain gear, gloves, sturdy shoes, sleeping bags or blankets, hats and gloves, medicine, fam-
ily records, books and games.

Assemble a Disaster kit for your home and automobile.
